3.2 Entry procedure 

Whoever wishes to take part at the “Pharaons International Cross Country 
Rally” must send the entry form thoroughly filled in (including co-driver details) to 
the Rally Secretariat (address at Art. 2.2) 
Only entries with the whole amount of the entry fee will be accepted. 

3.2.1 Requirements 
a) The Organising Committee has the right to deny entry to a pilot, to a co-pilot, 
and to a competitor without being obliged to any explanation (Art. 74 of the 
International Sporting Code). 
b) Entry requests will be selected according to their arrival date at the secretariat 
and they are accepted only if accompanied by the payment receipt and all the 
requested documents and data. 

 c) All the non-Egyptian competitors will have to ask to their NSA a written 
authorisation to race abroad. 
d) Competitors and all crew members, are subject - with signature of their 
entry form - to the only sport authority acknowledged by the International 
Sporting Code, as well as to the Regulations and their appendix. 
e) No changes will be allowed to the entry form, except for cases foreseen 
by this present Regulations. 

 
3.3 Maximum number of allowed competitors and classes 
3.3.1 The maximum number of entrants will be 100 including all Priority Drivers. 

If more than 100 entries are reached, the Organiser has the right to choose who -
among the non-priority drivers - will be accepted. 

3.3.2 The classes of cars will be divided as follows: 
 

T1 GROUP – Improved Cross Country Vehicles:

Class 12: Improved diesel Cross Country Vehicles

T2 GROUP – Cross Country Series Production vehicles: 
Class 21: Cross Country series production petrol vehicles 
Class 22: Cross-Country series production diesel vehicles 
 
OPEN GROUP 
Class OP1 All vehicles complying to the Score Regulations 
Class OP2 Four Wheels Drive with weight over 2,8 tons and width less than 

2,20 mt. 
 
T4 GROUP - Cross-Country series production trucks, over 3500 kg. 
Class 41 Cross Country series production trucks up to 10.000 cc 
Class 42 Cross Country series production trucks over 10.000 cc 
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3.3.3 Standard vehicles not or no longer homologated in Group T2 

(Art. 6.2 FIA Cross Country General Prescriptions) 
Standard vehicles which are not or no longer homologated in Group T2, may be 
authorised to take part in Group T1 with a T2 safety and preparation level. Such 
vehicles must fully respect Article 284 (Group T1) and must not have features 
higher to Group T1, save for particular cases, which will be evaluated by the 
Cross-Country Rally Technical Working Group. 
 

3.3.4. Compulsory documents The Group T2 vehicles must have the original and 
valid FIA “T” group homologation form, under pain of non-admission to the 
start. 
All Italian competitor vehicles must have the technical passport CSAI or FIA. 

3.3.5 Vehicles conformity 
All the vehicles of T1, T2 and T4 Group must comply with the FIA “J” Appendix on 
technical and safety rules 2007. 
The SCORE vehicles must comply with the SCORE regulations (see year ….) 

3.3.6 Classes constitution 
All the classes of every Group however will be constituted. 

 
3.4 Entry fees 
3.4.1 Entries paid before April 30

th
 2007apply to the entry fee, per person, of € 3.350,00 

3.4.2 Entries paid after 30 April and up to June 30
th
 2007 apply to the entry fee, per 

person, of € 4.470,00. 
3.4.3 Entries paid after June 30

th
 and up to September 10

th
 2007 apply to the entry fee, 

per person, of € 5.520,00. 
3.4.4 The entry fees indicated in the Art. 3.4.1, 3.4.2 and 3.4.3 could be increased by 

60% if the Competitor does not intend to accept the optional advertising of the 
Organiser. 

3.4.5 The entry fee is fixed and it includes, beside the insurance C.L. insurance 
premium, what here follows:

3.4.9 Deposit  

Each vehicle must compulsorily pay a deposit of € 1.000,00 by cheque to JVD 
International within August 31

st
, 2007. This cheque will not be cashed. 

Those who have not fulfilled this requirement and have not entirely paid the entry 
fees, will not be allowed at the start. 
This deposit will be the guarantee in compliance with rescue and safety rules, 
including the requirement to indicate any known withdrawal and the prohibition to 
operate the balise with no severe medical safety reasons. 
In case of no compliance of these obligations, this deposit will not be given back. 
This deposit will be given back within 31/10/2007 to those competitors who 
respected all these mentioned obligations. 

 
3.4.10 Vehicle transportation 

The sea transports towards Egypt and return to Italy managed by the 
Organisation are COMPULSORY and they are part of the race program. 
The price of the G/R transportation is: 
- Car Transport (<5 m l and 2,5 m h) €  2.000,00 
- Truck/Van Transport €  1000,00 fixed cost 
       + €  500,00 each m/l (*) 
(*) multiply the price of the linear metre per length of the vehicle, balanced into the 
higher metre. 
Ex.: for 6,80 metres calculate 7 metres; for 7,30 metres calculate 8 metres; etc., 
and add the fixed cost. 
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3.4.11 Rally plate 

The “Rally” plate given by the Organisation, included in the above-mentioned 
prices, will allow: 
- the embarkation of the vehicle on the ship managed by the Organisation 
- to benefit the settlement of Customs papers upon arrival in Egypt 
- to work in the apposite assistance areas 
- to circulate in military areas normally forbidden to traffic and exceptionally open 
  to the rally vehicles during its course. 
The price of this plate, compulsory also for vehicles rented in Egypt, as well as for 
the Middle East competitors’ vehicles, is:

3.4.12 Identification bracelet 

The identification bracelet given by the Organisation will give the right to benefit 
of: 
- conditions obtained by the Organisation for transportation 
- arrangement at bivouacs, meals and hotel as reserved to participants 

 - insurance and individual medical repatriation 
 - to assist the racing vehicles in the apposite assistance areas. 

The inspection of the bracelet will be methodically made by the Organisation at 
each bivouac. 
All participants must show his identification bracelet when requested by the 
Organising Staff. 
Any non-observance verified by an Official will result in a penalty of € 250,00. 
In case of deterioration, the participant must ask the Organisation for another one. 
The bracelet must be kept until the award ceremony.

In order to  benefit from discounted fees, the competitors’ name must be 
definitive. Any change of name (within and not later than 31/08/07 will result 
in the payment of the ongoing valid price, besides the additional charge of € 
300,00. 
The whole payment must be done compulsorily before 12.00 p.m. of August 31

st
,  

2007. 
The start will be rejected to those who have not fully paid the entry fee and 
whoever has not given the deposit cheque. 
 

3.6 Denial of entry – Withdrawal – Default/Refunds 
Cancellation of the entry requests and the reimbursement requests must be only 
sent by registered letter with return receipt, in order to avoid any controversy. 
In case of renunciation, the participant will have the rights: 
- within June 30th 2007, the refund of 50% of the paid fees 
- within July 31st 2007, the refund of 30% of the paid fees 
- from August 1st 2007, the renunciation will not give right to any refund but it 

is possible to transfer the fee or part of it to another participant until August 
31st, 2007. 

The whole paid entry fee will be fully reimbursed to competitors whose entry has 
been refused by the Organising Committee. 
Competitors who are refused to start due to non-conformity of their vehicle or their 
administrative documents during the technical and administrative checks, will not 
be entitled to any reimbursement of their entry fees. 
 

3.7 Cancellation or postponement of the event 
In case the departure of the rally cannot take place, whatever the reason may be, 
including the non-obtainment and/or revocation of the Federations approval, the 
territories passage authorisation, the political unrest in the countries crossed 
which make impossible the running of the rally, financial failure making impossible 
technical and sports organisation, unsolvable problems concerning the 
transportation of equipment and competitors, etc., JVD International s.r.l. will not 
be liable towards competitors other than for the amount of the paid entry fees. 
Should the start be delayed, JVD International s.r.l. will immediately inform each 
participant, by registered letter of the new calendar of the rally. 
If the competitors cannot participate at  the rally due to such change of date, they 
will have maximum eight (8) full days to request, by registered letter, the 
reimbursement of the amount of the paid entry fees. 
In any case the participants cannot claim any compensation. 
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4.  Insurance 
 
4.1 The entry rights include the insurance premium  undertaking the civil liability of the 

competitor towards third parties. 
The Organisation has subscribed a civil liability insurance policy for sporting 
events in accordance with actual legislation with the Company: 
Allianz Insurance Company – Egypt - Saridar Building 
92 Tahriri St. Dokki, Giza – P.O. Box 266 – Tel 202 7605445 – Fax 202 7605446 
The amount of the guarantee is € 3.000.000,00  -  unique. 
This policy guarantees the financial coverage of damages caused to third parties 
by the Organiser or by the competitors. 
This guarantee starts from the moment the vehicle enters the area of the 
administrative and technical checks and it will expire on 09/10/2007 at 12.00 a.m. 
In case of withdrawal or exclusion from the competition during the Rally, the 
guarantee will automatically expire at the end of that same leg.  
The withdrawal or exclusion time from the race will be the time control closing at 
the end of the leg. 
In case of accident, the competitor or his representative, must make a written 
declaration, not later than 24 hours., to the Clerk of the Course or to the Crews 
Relations Officer. 
The policy certified in this Regulation does not cover: 
- the responsibility towards third parties for those competitors who are not holding 
an international licence, 
- the responsibility of the competitor/driver towards his crew or the passengers on 
board of his vehicle, 
- the responsibility of the competitor/driver towards other participants to the rally. 
The participants and/or competitors undertake to enter the Pharaons International 
Cross Country Rally 2007 with full awareness of all risks that this competition 
imply for those who take part in it. 
Competitors and pilots lift the Organiser and the Officials of the Course from all 
civil or penal responsibility in case of physical or material accident during the 
Pharaons International Cross Country Rally 2007. 
The above insurance contract does not cover in any circumstance theft of 
vehicles, spare parts, etc. 
In case of theft occurred in one of  the countries crossed by the rally the 
Organiser will not have any responsibility. 
 
N.B.: When entering Egypt each vehicle is covered by a policy, which must 
compulsorily be fixed at the Customs site together with the payment of the 
Customs rights. 
The policy does not cover all risks concerning the road traffic, but only 
those towards the structures property of the Egyptian Government. 
Some additional policies for the competitors who wish to have more 
extended coverage will possibly be proposed. 
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The Organizing Committee declines all responsibilities: 
- on the consequences coming from any violation of laws, regulations and 
decrees of the country, made by the participants and that will be exclusively at 
their charge, 
- in case of cataclysms, uprisings, demonstrations where participants and crews 
can suffer casualties and whose material, pecuniary and sport consequences 
must be at their sole charge. 
The assistance, press or V.I.P. registered vehicles, even if having the appropriate 
plates, in any case cannot be considered as participants to the Rally and 
therefore they are not covered by the Civil Liability insurance policy of the Rally. 
THE ABOVE MENTIONED VEHICLES ARE UNDER THEIR OWNER’S 
RESPONSIBILITY. 

 
4.2 Medical repatriation 

The Organization has signed an insurance for medical repatriation with Europ 
Assistance. 
All the competitors and other participants are compulsorily insured. 
This contract covers: 
- Transportation from the accident site to the nearest hospital, using the 
Organizer’s air or land means of transport. 
- Medical expenses coverage in Egypt up to a maximum of € 2.500,00. 
- Repatriation to Europe with regular flight transportation in a seat or a stretcher. 
- Evacuation of serious cases with a special medically- equipped airplane to an 
European hospital. 
- Transportation by ambulance from airport to hospital at the arrival, as well as the 
research for an adequate hospital. 
 

4.3 Personal insurance for accidents 
The competitors can undersign complementary insurances at their own expenses. 

 

5. Advertising 
 
5.1 Organisers Advertising 

Competitors accepting the Organizers’ advertising must reserve appropriate 
spaces indicated in Appendix 1 to this actual Supplementary Regulations. 
Such Appendix can be handed out also as a Bulletin. The Organisers advertising 
on “Rally” plates and on “Number” plates are compulsory. 

 
5.2 Conditions 

Any modification of the stickers is forbidden (cut, etc.). No exemption  will be 
allowed. 
 

5.3 Refusal of the optional Advertising 
In case of refusal of the optional advertising, the entry fees will be increased by 
60%. 
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6. Race numbers 
 
The Organiser will deliver the “Rally” plates and the “Numbers” plates, according 
to Article 10.1 of the FIA CCR General Prescriptions. 
These “Numbers” plates, the official “Rally” plate with starting no. (43 cm wide and 
21,5 cm high) must be affixed on the car (see also the example in Appendix 1) 
before it is brought to scrutineering and they must be kept visible through the 
whole length of the Cross Country Rally, according to Article 10.3 of the FIA CCR 
General Prescriptions 2007. 
In case of withdrawal from the rally the crew must immediately cover the race 
numbers on the vehicle and inform the PC Course as soon as possible. Any 
omission shall be subject to the penalties foreseen by the General Prescriptions. 
 

7. Tyres 
 
The Pharaons International Cross Country Rally 2007 authorizes a single tyre 
type for each FIA priority driver (according to the FIA list or scheduled for each 
race by the FIA in agreement with the Organiser). 
During scrutineering, the pattern must be registered and the pilot must name and 
provide drawings or photos of the type of tyre (Model and Size).  
Only these tyres may be used during the Rally.  
Each pattern is associated with a specific dimension and  if left tyres are different 
from right tyres, they must be symmetrical. 
These regulations apply exclusively to four-wheel drive cars of T1 Group. 
Two-wheels drive cars must use tyres from a tyre manufacturer's commercial 
catalogue. 
 

8. Fuel (AVGAS) 
 
8.1 AVGAS 

Use of aviation fuel (AVGAS) is allowed to gasoline vehicles. 
It should be requested to the Organisation one month before the start of the rally. 
 

8.2 Fuel autonomy 
All vehicles must have tanks allowing to run at least 500 km between the 
refuelling stations. 
Moreover it is recommended to have a larger fuel provision margin of 10%. 
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9. Administrative checks 
 

9.1 Location 
9.1.1 Genoa  

The administrative checks of vehicles taking the Organiser shipping will take 
place in Genoa in the same days of embarking procedures. One referent for each 
competitor must attend. 

9.1.2 Cairo 
The sport checks will take place at “Intercontinental Pyramids Park Hotel” - Cairo 
 

9.2 Program 
9.2.1 Genoa 
 The sport checks will take place on September 14

th
 from 9.30 a.m. to 5.00 p.m. 

and on September 15
th
 from 9.30 a.m. to 12.30 p.m.  

 
9.2.2 Cairo 
 
 The sport checks will take place on Saturday 29

th
 2007 from 3.00 to 8.00 p.m. All 

crew members must attend. 
 
9.3 Scheduled times 

Each competitor will directly receive the exact schedule of presentation to 
the responsible of the Sport checks. This scheduled times are published on the 
Official Race Board and on the website www.jvd.it  

9.3.1 A Time Control (T.C.) will be placed at the Sport Checks entrance as well as at 
the Administrative Scrutineering, at the Parc Fermé after Scrutineering, in order to 
check the scheduled times observance indicated in the Art. 9.3. Each crew will 
receive a time card for the permits stamps at the T.C. right at the Sport Checks 
due for  Administrative Scrutineering and Parc Fermé entrance after 
Scrutineering. 

 
9.4 Documents to be presented 

The following documents will be checked at administrative checks: 
 
A) For each member of the Crew: 
- passport for every driver; 
- competitor licence; 
- driver and co-driver/s FIA competition licences; 
- driver and co-driver/s national and international driving licences 

corresponding to the category of their vehicle (driving licence for truck at 
least for two member of the crew in Group T4); 

- authorisation for the NON Egyptian drivers from their ASN to take part at the 
rally; 

- receipt of entry fee payment; 
- receipt of deposit payment. 
 
B) For each rally vehicle: 
- rally vehicle registration papers; 
- information given on the entry form; 
- valid registration certification or corresponding for foreign countries 

(provisional or temporary registrations are forbidden) 
- The FIA Group T Homologation Form for the T2 and T4 Group vehicles 
- The FIA  or ASN Technical Passport 
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10. Scrutineering, Sealing and marking 
 
10.1 Location 

The Scrutineering, Sealing and Marking will take place at the Parking of the “Hotel 
Intercontinental Pyramids Park” - Cairo 
 

10.2 Programme 
 The Scrutineering, Sealing and Marking will occur on Saturday September 29

th
 

2007 from 4.00 to 8.00 p.m.. 
 
10.3 Scheduled times 

Each competitor will directly receive the exact schedule of his vehicle 
presentation to the Technical Scrutinizers This scheduled times are published 
on the Official Race Board and on the website www.jvd.it  

10.3.1 In any case the vehicles must be presented at the Scrutineering 1 hours after the 
start of the Administrative Checks. (See Art. 9.3.1) 

 
10.4 Sealing and marking 

All the competitors, before attending the technical checks, must foresee a hole on 
the vehicle ready to allow the passage of a sealing wire. The competitor is 
responsible for the lead sealing and its durability along the race. 

10.4.1 T1 – T2 – T4 Groups 
Engine block: a hole permitting the sealing (diameter: 1,5 mm minimum). 
Shell and/or chassis: a hole permitting the sealing (diameter: 1,5 mm minimum) 
and/or marking with the engraving device. 
Air restrictor: for the petrol engines, a hole permitting the sealing of the air inlets 
supplying the engine. 

10.4.2 T2 Group – Sealing absence 
The absence, whether notified or not, of an identification mark concerning the 
sealed parts, will result in the exclusion from the T2 Group; however upon 
decision of the Sport Stewards, the competitor will be allowed to continue in T1 
Group with a penalty of 15 minutes or with more serious sanctions decided by the 
Stewards themselves. 
In order not to be penalised for the possible sealing loss, the competitor can ask 
to the Scrutinizers to add sealing in the most vulnerable parts. 

10.4.3. Open Group 
 
10.5 Helmets and flameproof clothing 

Drivers helmet and flameproof clothing will be checked at the scrutineering. All 
drivers and co-drivers (Group T1-T2-T4) must wear - along the Selective Sections 
- overalls as well as gloves (optional for co-drivers), a balaclava, socks and shoes 
homologated by the FIA with 8856-2000 rules, under pain of exclusion. 
The long underwear is not obligatory but strongly recommended. 

 
10.6 All vehicles resulting non in conformity or non suitable at the technical checks, 

can be either changed to another group or excluded from the Start (decision by 
the Stewards of the Meeting). In this last case the Organisation will keep the entry 
fees. 

 
10.7 Parc Fermé after the Scrutineering 
 Every car, when scrutineering are over, must be carried within 30 minutes to the 

Parc Fermé at “Intercontinental Pyramids Park Hotel” – Cairo. (See Art. 9.3.1) 
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11. Super Special Stages 
 

There is no Super Special Stage 
 

12. Start of the Rally 
 
12.1 Publication of crews eligible to start and start lists 

The list of crews allowed at the start of the “Pharaons International Cross Country 
Rally” and the starting list for Leg 1 will be posted on the Official Race Board on 
Saturday September 30

th
  at 8.30 p.m. 

The starting list for Legs 2 to 7, established according to Art. 11.4 and 11.5 of the 
2007 FIA CCR General Prescriptions will be published every day on the Official 
Notice Board. 

12.1.1 The interval between the last car and the first truck at the start of the 1
st
 Leg will 

be 15 minutes. 
From the 2

nd
 Leg on and following the T4 trucks shall start in the position 

established by the unified classification Cars+Trucks of the Selective Section/s of 
the previous Leg. 

 
12.2 Parc Fermé before the official start (and at the end of the last Leg) 

The Parc Fermé before the official start will be located at the parking of the 
Intercontinental Pyramids Park Hotel, where the participants must take their 
vehicles immediately after their vehicle technical scrutineering. The vehicles will 
depart in convoy to the Start podium situated at the Giza Sphinx.  
The competitors with their vehicles will go in convoy escorted by the Organization 
to the Arrival Parc Fermé located in the parking of the over mentioned hotel, at 
the end of the last Leg.  

 
12.3 Official start  

The official start of the “Pharaons International Cross Country Rally” will take 
place at Giza Sphinx – Cairo, on Sunday September 30

th
, 2007 at 09.00 a.m.. 

(See Programme and Art. 1.8) 
 

13. Running of the Rally 
 
13.1 Transfer Sections and Selective Sections 

The “Pharaons International Cross Country Rally” itinerary is allotted in Road 
Sections with a scheduled time over roads open to traffic, and in Selective 
Sections in real time over roads with non-exclusive use. It is recommended to 
take extreme care towards all other users. 

 
13.2 Crew on board the vehicle 

The full crew must be on board the vehicle throughout the entire duration of the 
Event, save for the exceptions mentioned in this supplementary Race regulations. 
If one member withdraws, or if a third party is admitted on board (except for an 
injured person), the vehicle shall be excluded from the event. 
 

13.3 Official time 
The official time is the GPS time. 
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13.4 Road Book 
13.4.1 Delivery of the road book 

The road book, the descriptions and the descriptive maps of the first leg will be 
delivered to the competitors during the administrative checks on Saturday 
September 29

th
, 2007. 

Then the road book of the following legs will be delivered daily, from 5.00 p.m. to 
7.00 p.m. at the secretary’s desk. The competitors arriving late to the bivouac 
have to go to the secretary’s desk. 

13.4.2 Check of the road book 
The information passed on by the Opening Car will be communicated and 
distributed to the competitors at the briefing time and by billposting, under the 
Clerk of the Course responsibility. 

 
13.5 Navigation rules 

For the entire duration of the Rally, competitors shall be responsible for the proper 
operation of the G.P.S. downloaded with the organisers GPS given points; the 
GPS must remain permanently connected (transfer, bivouac, liaison, selective 
section). 
Any anomaly must be immediately reported to the Crews’ Relations Officers 
present along the route. 
Any attempted recorded fraud or manipulation will result in penalties which may 
go as far as exclusion from the event, upon decision of the Stewards of the 
Meeting. 

13.5.1 Definition of the Official Itinerary 
The official race itinerary is defined by the road book notes book identifified by a 
kilometre reference and by a hidden GPS point (WPM) and CP. 

13.5.2 Respect of the Official Itinerary 
In case of complain or appeal by a competitor, the controlling procedure will be  
the following: 
1. Removal and marking of the competitor’s GPS by a technical steward, in front 
of a member of the team or a competitor representative. 
2. Analysis and reading of the GPS by an technician assisted by a Technical 
Steward; 
3. Comparison with the official itinerary recorded by the CCOC. 
4. Exchange of the GPS devices to re-equipe the vehicle. 
Failing respect of the itinerary will incur in penalties up to exclusion from the race. 
For safety reasons, competitors have the possibility to use an unblocking code 
(one code per day) which activates the usual functions of his GPS: arrow, DTW, 
CTW, COG, SOG whichl transforms the hidden way points (WPM) and the CPs 
into visible way-points. 
This code may only be used for safety reasons. 
Any use of the code will incur in the following penalties: 
� 1st and 2nd use: 6 hours 
� 3rd use : exclusion from the race. 

13.5.3 Visible and hidden GPS points 
It is forbidden for competitors to pass more than 0,2 km far (as per radius) from 
each visible GPS point given by the organisers or from hidden way point (WPM), 
on pain of a penalty identical to the one given for missed CPs of that day’s leg. 
After having validated the passage to a WPM, only the COG (CAP) and SOG 
(speed) functions will be activated, up to the following WPM or CP. (see. Article 
13.5.4). 
If 2 GPS are installed and if 1 only of the 2 validates the WPM, the way point will 
be regarded as validating. 
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13.5.4 Navigation 

Only the GPS points for the start and the finish of the selective sections will be 
given. 
The GPS supplied by the organisers will only indicate COGs (CAP being followed) 
and SOG (speed), except for: 
� Within a radius of 3 km from a passage control, 
� Within a radius of 3 km from a hidden way-point (WPM), 
� Within a radius of 3 km from the start of a speed limit zone (DZ), 
� Within a radius of 3 km from the end of a speed limit zone (FZ), 
Where it will regain its normal functions: DTW, CTW, COG, SOG, arrow, etc... 
To validate the passage at these points, the competitor will have to pass within a 
radius of: 
� 200 mt for WPM points, 
� 90 mt for DZ and FZ. 
Penalties for the missed passage in the areas shown below (WPM, DZ and FZ) 
will be identical to those for the missed passage at CPs on the day’s Leg. 
If a crew owns 2 GPS and only one of them validates the passage in a WPM, DZ 
or an FZ points, no penalty will be given if the 2 GPS are functioning. 
For safety purposes, competitor may use an unblocking code which will allow to 
activate the GPS’s normal functions (see art. 13.5.2). 

 
 
13.6 Traffic – Speed – Crossing Villages 
 
13.6.1 Selective Sections - Crossing villages 

The pattern of the Selective Sections will not  cross any village. 
 

13.6.2 Road Sections – Crossing Villages for racing Competitors  
In areas defined radar zones, the competitors speed through towns and villages 
on the route is limited to 50 kmph. 
In the case of lower local speed limit, such limit must be observed. On the other 
hand, it is the competitors responsibility to adapt their speed to local population 
and traffic conditions. 
Speed limit zones will be indicated on the road book by the initials ‘DZ’ (start of a 
speed control zone) and ‘FZ’ (end of a speed control zone). 
The presence or absence of signposts indicating speed limits can never be used 
in any appeal. 
Overtaking is authorized, upon condition that the authorized speed limit in the 
zone is not exceeded. 
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A signal indicates that you are passing the speed limit  in that control zone and 
the recording of this offence on the GPS. If the 50 kmph limit is exceeded it will be 
recorded on the GPS screen and it may be checked at the end of each leg, or any 
time. 
When exceeding the speed limit, an impulse is recorded on the GPS and the 
speed shown on the GPS speed page. When arrived at the Selective Section, a 
technician will take view of all speed excess. If the competitor disagrees with the 
relieved infractions he will have to present a written appeal to the Race Direction 
so that the GPS can be further examined. 
Every speed excess recorded by the GPS will be penalized (FIA General 
Prescriptions). 

- 1
st
 Infringement:  30 seconds per exceeding Kmph + fine of € 300,00 

- 2
nd

 Infringement:  2 minutes per exceeding Kmph + fine of € 1.000,00 
- 3

rd
 Infringement:  exclusion 

If a crew has 2 GPS on board and if the two recorded speeds differ, the crew will 
then be penalized on the lowest recorded speed where the 2 GPS are well on. 
These penalties are cumulative on the same leg and along the entire Rally. 

 
13.6.3 Road Sections - Speed Control Zones with GPS 

Definition of a control zone: 
A) Entry 
• A speed control zone defined by GPS will be indicated on the road book by a 
note marked: ‘DZ’ (start of the speed control zone) and by a hidden GPS point 
(WPM); 
• In a radius of 3 kms from this point, the competitor’s GPS will be activated 
(DTW, CTW and arrows) in order to guide the competitor up to this point; 
• 90 m before this GPS point competitors will be informed by their GPS that they 
are approaching a speed control zone; 
• 90m after the GPS point are considered as a deceleration zone, before entering 
the speed control zone. 
B) The control zone: 
The diameter of the control zones will appear permanently on competitors’ GPS 
screen, who cannot then ignore  niether the entrance nor the exit from that zone. 
The speed of competitors will be limited to 50 kmph between the entrance and 
exit point of that zone, regardless of the route taken between these two points. 
C) Exit: 
The end of a GPS control zone will be indicated on the road book by a box 
marked ‘FZ’ (End of the speed control zone) and by a hidden GPS point (WPM). 
Around this point there will be a tolerance zone of 90 m  in order to avoid any 
argument concerning the speed measurement. Competitors can then speed up 
again from this point. 
The entrance and exit from the control zones are compulsory points of passage. It 
is forbidden to competitors to stray more than 90 m (radius) on pain of penalties 
identical to those given for missing CPs on the day’s stage. 
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Plant of speed Control Zones: 

 
 
13.6.4 Crossing Villages for Assistance Vehicles 

The speed of assistance vehicles crossing through towns and villages while 
following theassistance  road-book will be limited to 50kmph or less if indicated by 
local signposts. 
Overtaking is authorized on condition that the speed limit authorized in this zone 
is not exceeded. 
Penalties for assistance vehicles: 
1st infraction:€ 1.000 
2nd infraction: exclusion of vehicle from the race and assistance team from the 
event. 
 

13.6.5 Route and speed control 
Each day  the Technical Delegate or his assistant might make checks: 
- For the route: the 3 first T1 Group, the 3 first T2 Group  and the first T4 Group of 
the Selective Section (s) classification of the day and the first of Open Group: 
- For Speed Control Zones: all the competitors. 

 
13.7 Behavior  Code– Sporting Spirit 

In order to increase the safety of taking over manoeuvres among competitors the 
SENTINEL system (system allowing to inform another competitor about 
overtaking) is compulsory for  all categories. 
This system must be activated along the whole lenght of that leg. 
All competitors reached by another one must facilitate the overtaking manouevre. 
All infractions will be sanctioned with financial penalties, whose amount is decided 
by the Stewards of the Meeting, and this notwithstands sanctions for anti-sporting 
behaviour. 
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Failure to respect the local population and crossed sites will result in one penalty 
for anti-sporting behaviour by the Sport Stewards which could get up to the 
exclusion from the event. 

 
13.8 Assistance to whoever got  an Accident 

The main role of a competitor who witnesses an accident is to immediately alert  
the Race Direction Control using the Iritrack system and/or the satellite telephone 
(recommended). 
It is normal practice for a competitor who stops by an accident, to stay close to the 
injured party, until the arrival of the following competitor and so on up to rescuers 
arrival. 
All competitors witnessing an accident who has put in phisical danger another 
competitor may switch on his safety balise and/or push the alarm button of his 
Iritrack system (without being liable of  any financial or sport sanction) in case he 
does not find these devices belonging to the injured competitor. 

 
13.9 Rescue of a  driver with a damaged car 

The Organizer has the duty to rescue a damaged vehicle pilot along the 
competition route, but will not be responsible for the vehcile rescue. Nevertheless, 
according to the local availability of personnel and means, the Organizers may 
facilitate the vehicles rescue. The cost for the vehicle rescue will be borne by the 
competitor being assisted. 

 
13.10 Use of telephones 

The use of mobile telephone (GSM or Satellite), is recommended (see 21.1).  
 

13.11 Safety checks 
The competitors must present themselves for safety checks each morning 15 
minutes before their starting time. Should they delay these checks, the same 
could be done along their racing time. 

 
13.12 Time Controls – Maximum Time allowed – Penalties 

The target times for the road sections will be indicated in the Timing of the Rally. 
A maximum delay of 30 minutes for every Time Control is authorised. This delay 
will be penalised according to the Art. 19.9 of 2007 FIA CCR General 
Prescriptions. 
The maximum time allowed as above may be modified at any time upon decision 
of the Stewards upon proposal of the Clerk of the Course. Crews will be informed 
thereof at the earliest possible. 
 

13.13 T.C. exceeding Maximum time allowed – Lack of one or more T.C. - 
Penalties 
Any delay exceeding 30 minutes on the target time in a road section between 
two Time Controls, will entail the application of a Fixed Penalty equal to 2 hours. 
Such fixed penalty will be applied also in the case of missed transit to one or more 
Time Controls and this will be added to other possible penalties such  as the fixed 
penalties of the Selective Section which has been done beyond the maximum 
time or not carried out (Art. 13.17), and the penalties for lack of Passage Controls 
Stamps (Art. 13.14.12). 
The application of the fixed penalty for exceeding the maximum permitted delay 
and/or for lack of T.C. may only be applied at the end of that Leg. 
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The only allowed condition to be classified with the fixed penalty is to drive own 
car to the end of the Leg n. 1 – 2 – 3 – 4 - 5 – 6 (Bivouacs) before 12.00 a.m. and 
to the Time Control of the end of the Leg 7 within the time scheduled for closing 
the Time Controls. 

 
Nevertheless, the crew may start the next leg, at the following conditions: 

• having not benefited by any repair and/or transportation by the Organization 
or anyone else; 

• having fulfilled this art. 13.13 for the arrival at the end of the Leg. 

• having not been excluded, or having not been under threat of exclusion; 

• having a vehicle suitable to finish the race; 

• having not been declared unfit to drive following a medical check. 
Any competitor fulfilling these conditions will be allowed to continue the rally. He 
will start the leg in the order established by the selective section classification of 
the day before. 
 

13.14 Passage Controls 
13.14.1 Number of the Passage Controls 

Twenty five (25) Passage Controls indicated in the Road Book will be set up along 
the Selective Sections. The crew must stop at each control to have the time card 
stamped in the space identified by the number of that T.C. control. Each Passage 
Control is indicated by the signs described in Art. 23 of the 2007 FIA CCG 
General Prescriptions. 

13.14.2 Lack of a stamp of a Passage Control 
The lack of the stamp attesting the passage of a crew at a T.C. will entail the 
application of a 3 hours time penalty (for each infringement). 
The amount of this penalty will anytime be increased in function of each leg’s 
feature. These possible modifications will be communicated to competitors by a 
bulletin. 

 
13.15 Starting system for Selective Sections 

On the Selective Sections the start will be given using the standard system in 
accordance with the Art. 21.3 – 21.4 – 21.5 of the FIA CCG General 
Prescriptions. 

 
13.16 Maximum Time allowed in the Selective Sections 

The maximum time for the Selective Sections will be indicated in the Timing of the 
Rally. 
The maximum time allowed for Selective Sections could be modified at any time 
upon decision of the Stewards, upon request of the Clerk of the Course. Crews 
will be informed thereof as soon as possible. 

 
13.17 Selective Sections not performed within the maximum time allowed or not 

completed or not regularly completed - Penalties 
When during a Leg one or more Selective Sections are not: 

- performed within the maximum time allowed 
- completed 
- regularly completed 

it will be applied the fixed penalty of the day indicated in the Timing of the Rally. 
The fixed penalties will be added to the maximum times of the Selective Section 
concerned and to the other penalties (including penalties of the Passage Controls 
- Art. 13.14.2). 
The appliance conditions of this fixed penalty of the day for the Selective Section 
are the same of the Art. 13.13 (Fixed penalty for the Time Controls) 
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13.18 Early passage at Time Control at the end of the Leg 

The early passage at Time Controls at the end of each Leg is allowed. 
 

 
13.19 Regroupings 

There are no Regroupings foreseen during the Rally. 
For safety reasons (i.e. sand storm) some regrouping could be assessed in order 
to reach the end of the leg in convoy or to neutralise the race before a second 
departure. 

 
13.20 Time Card change during the Rally 

The Time Card for Leg 1 will be delivered at TC 1 – Cairo Sphinx 
The Time Card will be replaced by a new one at the Start of each Leg. 

 
13.21 Signposts of Controls 

The FIA signpost of Controls will be located on the right and on the left of the 
track. 
 

13.22 Recapitulation of the scheduled Parc Fermé 
- Parc Fermé at the end of the Scrutineering: 

Hotel Intercontinental Pyramids Park – Cairo Giza 29/07/2007. 
- Final Parc Fermé: 

Hotel Intercontinental Pyramids Park – Cairo Giza 6/10/2007 
 
13.23 Claim of vehciles from the Final Parc Fermé 

Vehicles  must be claimed from the Final Parc Fermé (October 6
th
, 2007), once 

the results become final and the Stewards have authorised its opening. 
 

14. Assistance - Bivouacs  
 
14.1 Assistance - Responsibility 

Each competitor is strictly responsible for his assistance and vice versa. 
Each assistance vehicle must: 
1) balance their entry fees compulsorily within the entry’s deadline set on August 
31

st
, 2007 and fulfil all duties mentioned on the entry form 

2) bear a numbered assistance plate and the advertising supplied by the 
Organisation 
3) adjust to and respect the terms of this Regulation and accept the Clerk of the 
Course decisions 
4) respect the same rules of competitors for what concerns the Egyptian Road 
Traffic Code (and particularly the art. 13.6.4) 
An assistance road book will be given to each assistance vehicles. This road book 
will point out where - along the selective sections - the authorized assistance 
areas will be placed for the assistance vehicles. 
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14.2 Authorised assistance 

On the track of a selective section: 
- exclusively by the crew of a car, a motorbike or a truck regularly engaged and 
still racing. 
- after the closing of the different Time Controls by one or more assistance 
vehicles category travelling only in the direction of the race. 
At the assistance points (notified on the assistance road book): 
- by the vehicles regularly engaged in assistance or by crew of a car, of a 
motorbike or of  a truck regularly engaged and still racing. 
Out of the selective sections: 
- by a crew of a vehicle, a motorbike or a truck regularly engaged and still racing. 
- by the crew of assistance vehicles regularly engaged. 
Any racing vehicle having abandoned the race will be considered as an 
assistance vehicle, only after having informed the Clerk of the Course about 
which car(s) he will assist. 

 
14.3 Forbidden assistance 

They are forbidden under pain of penalty up to exclusion from the race of the 
assisted crew(s): 

• The assistance of a vehicle which is not a car, a motorcycle or a truck 
regularly entered in the race or in the assistance. 

• The assistance done by any person who has not been accredited (besides 
those regularly entered in the race or in the assistance). Along the whole  
lenght of the race, admission of a third person (= any person not accredited) 
on board of a vehicle managed by the Organisation (assistance, press, 
raid…) is strictly forbidden, except in case of force majeure (e.g. transport of 
an injured). Any infringement will lead a penalty up to  exclusion from the 
race. 

• The assistance along a selective section, out of the official assistance points 
indicated on the road book. 

• To run in a selective section track, or its part before the closing of the 
different Time Controls. 

• Any air assistance. 

• The transportation of spare parts or people made by a vehicle that is not a 
car, a motorbike, or a truck regularly entered in the competition or in the 
assistance. 

• The deposit, throwing or parachuting of spare parts, tools or people. 

• The assistance in forbidden place even if it is in the bivouac area. 

• Except for the prescriptions of the Art. 14.2, the presence of any vehicle in 
motion not managed by the Organisation (car, motorbike, truck, airplane, 
helicopter, etc.), which follows or precedes the rally track, on the same day 
or few days earlier, will lead to the immediate exclusion from the race of any 
competitor who has any type of connection or relationship with such vehicle. 

 
14.4 Assistance zones – Number and location 

The maximum distances in kilometres among the different assistance zones in the 
Selective Sections will be detailed on the road book, on the assistance road book 
and on this Supplementary Regulations with the support of the Timing of the 
Rally.

14.5 Assistance Zones – Speed 
The Assistance Zones are situated at the crossing of the Selective Sections track 
with other roads, placed on the right of the S.S. and on a rectangle about 300 mt 
long and 50 mt wide edged  by flags. 
A Passage Control will be situated before the entrance in the assistance Zone. 
For these reason the speed control in the Assistance Zones will be done only by 
Judges of fact. 
Any infraction will be penalized upon decision of the Stewards of the Meeting. 

 
14.6 Bivouacs 

The bivouac area, as defined in the FIA Cross Country General Prescriptions and 
mentioned on the road book, is an assistance area free for anyone credited by the 
Organisation. The presence of any non credited person, only for being found 
within this assistance area, will lead to penalty up to the exclusion from the race  
of the competitors to which he is linked upon decision of the Stewards of the 
Meeting (infringement evidenced by a judge of fact). 
It is forbidden to run at a dangerous speed in the bivouac areas, under pain 
of penalty, which can lead up to the exclusion from the race, upon  decision 
taken by the Stewards of the Meeting. 

 
14.7 Infractions of the Assistance rules - Penalties 

All the infractions of the Assistance rules (Art. 14) reported by the Judges of Fact 
or by other Officials will involve a penalty that will be decided by the Stewards of 
the Meeting and that can go as far as the exclusion from the race.

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20. Safety - Crews 
 
20.1 Medical and survival equipment 
 

A - MEDICAL EQUIPMENT 
Every crew must have a small first-aid medical kit comprising: 

• eye lotion (Piroftal or similar) 

• an antalgic (aspirin, Novalgina, or similar) 

• two antidiarrhoeic (Imodium + Bimixin or similar) 

•  disinfecting compresses, two bandages, plasters  

• 5 safety pins 

• a skin disinfectant (Betadine or similar) 

• a sun screen cream for skin and lips 

• chewing tablets of vitamins C 

• salt tablets (Enervit or Nergisport or similar) 
 
B - SURVIVAL EQUIPMENT 
Every team must compulsorily carry the following equipment: 

• a general map of Egypt 

• a lighter 

• an emergency mirror 

• a pocket lamp 

• a reserve of 20 liters of water 

• one reserve compass 

• one aluminum survival blanket (2mx1m) as isothermal covering apt to sun-
signal  

• 2 survival portions 

• 1 flashing torch 

• 3 red smoke hand type rockets 

• 1 towing belt of 10 mt 

• 1 belt cutter set on the rear frame of the pilot’s door 

• compulsory balise provided by the Organisation, with rental payment made to 
the company supplying  such service. This society will request a deposit. 

 
The safety and survival equipments will have to be accessible in order to be 
possibly checked by the Scrutineers at each leg’ start. 
Any team which doesn’t bring to the start all this survival equipment (first aid bag, 
water reserve and safety equipment) will be refused to start by the Clerk of the 
Course until it will comply and it will be subject to a penalty that might reach the 
exclusion from the race in case of repeated offence, upon decision of the 
Stewards of the Meeting. 
Lighting on the balise with no safety reasons will lead up to the exclusion 
from the competition, as well as to pecuniary penalty inflicted to the driver 
in case of Organisation intervention. 
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20.2 Withdrawal – Exclusion from the race 

In case of withdrawal it is absolutely due that the crew informs with all means and 
in the shortest time the Organizer. 
Some forms will be delivered and -: in case of withdrawal from the race -  they 
must  be filled in, signed and given to a member of the Organisation (C.P. 
controller, T.C. controller, or Clerk of the Course). 
The non-fulfilment of this important safety and disciplinary rule, will lead to the 
refusal of any further registration of this team to any Rally organized by JVD 
International and to KEEP THE DEPOSIT. 
Furthermore, the non-fulfilment of this duty to inform the Organizer in case of 
withdrawal, will lead, in case of specific rescue services, to the pecuniary 
responsibility of the crews which have not adopted the needed directions to signal 
their position and/or sanctions which can be requested to the concerned NSA, 
upon  decision of the Stewards of the Meeting. 
The transport of a competitor by helicopter or by any other Organizer’s rescue 
vehicle, or press vehicle, for the whole leg or some  part of it, will lead to the 
automatic exclusion from the race. 
In case of withdrawal or exclusion from the race, the crew must cover its race 
number and plates with black tape, under pain of a penalty of € 500,00, as well as 
the sanctions which can be requested by its NSA, upon decision of the Stewards 
of the Meeting. 
 
In case of withdrawal the competitor is responsible for collection of his 
safety material rescue: balise and GPS. 
JVD International will not in any case be responsible. 

 
20.3 Track closing 

A rescue truck of the Organisation will close the track of the Selective Sections of 
the race, as specified on the road book. It will take on board the drivers whose 
vehicles are damaged or are out of use (the pilot must signal his position with the 
help of  the safety equipment at his disposal). 
Cars will be towed, if possible and without any obligation, up to the bivouac or to 
an easily reachable place. 
Attention: in no case the Organisation (the rescue truck or any other vehicle) will 
ever take vehicles found outside the leg track as mentioned in the road book. 
The drivers who refuse to get into the rescue vehicle, will do that under their own 
responsibility and they will be obliged to sign a disclaim. 
In case of withdrawal for mechanical problems over the track of the selective 
sections, the driver must compulsorily wait for the rescue truck. Any use of the 
balise for no safety reason and particularly before the arrival of the rescue truck 
will imply the Organisation to keep the deposit. 
Any intervention by the Organisation to rescue a driver not found on the itinerary 
as precisely defined on the road book will lead to keep the deposit. 
No claim can be made against the Organisation about what above-mentioned. 
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20.4 Deposit – Competitor’s obligations 

Each racing crew must compulsorily pay a deposit (guarantee deposit) of € 
1.000,00 bymeans of a cheque endorsed to JVD INTERNATIONAL, in order to 
guarantee the Organisation with the respect of the following rules: 

• Obligation to respect the present Regulation. 

• In case of withdrawal, obligation to inform the Organisation by any possible 
means, according to Art. 29.2P of this actual Regulations. The means to 
inform the Organisation stays under the sole responsibility of the pilot, co-
pilot or competitor. A third person cannot be considered responsible. 

• Obligation not to light the balise on without valid reasons, as mentioned in 
the present Regulation. 

• Obligation to fulfill the Egyptian current Customs formalities. 

• Obligation to return the Organisation with all material or equipment 
temporarily lent to a crew’s member during the race. 

In case a crew is obliged to abandon its vehicle on the spot and this will not be 
towed by the rescue truck, it must compulsorily denounce it to the nearest police 
station before leaving Egypt and it must send a copy of this declaration to the site 
of TRAVCO in Cairo – ph. +202 7371737 – fax +202 7380400 (the repatriation of 
the vehicle out of the foreseen dates will be at its charge). 
In case even one of these obligations is not respected by a crew member, the 
deposit will not be given back. 
The deposit will be given back within October 31

st
, 2007

, 
to the competitors who 

respected the mentioned obligations.

All the broadcasting and/or receiving stations as HF-VHF-CB-BIP are forbidden 
for the racing and assistance vehicles over all rally’s itinerary. Controls can be 
made during the rally. 
The presence of one of these means on board of a racing or assistance vehicle 
will lead to immediate exclusion of the crew and all the racing participants having 
any link with this assistance vehicle. 
For more security it is strongly advised to have a satellite phone added to the 
Iritrack System; whose number must be compulsorily communicated to the 
Direction of the Race along the checks.

THIS WILL BE PLACED AT THE ARRIVAL BIVOUAC AND THUS IS 
OPERATIVE BEFORE THE START OF THE FIRST MOTORBIKE, TOGETHER 
WITH THE PC COURSE. 
 
THE UNIMOG AMBULANCE TRUCK, EQUIPPED WITH FIRST AID, WILL BE 
PARKED AT THE BIVOUAC DURING THE NIGHT, IN ORDER TO BE 
AVAILABLE FOR POSSIBLE NIGHT EMERGENCIES. 
THE AMBULANCE TRUCK WILL FOLLOW THE RACE BY ASPHALT ROAD 
WHICH RUNS PARALLEL TO THE RALLY ROUTE FOR THIS YEAR EDITION. 
 
THIS WILL ALLOW THE HELICOPTERS TO TRANSFER ON THIS VEHICLE 
ANY POSSIBLE INJURED WITH SLIGHT TRAUMAS AND THUS IT WILL 
ALLOW TO IMMEDIATELY GET BACK ON THE RACE TRACK, THIS WAY NOT 
LEAVING THE TRACK UNCOVERED. 
 
THE MEDICAL STAFF IS COMPOSED BY DOCTORS SPECIALIZED IN FIRST 
AID, SURGERY AND BY DOCTORS SPECIALISED IN ORTHOPAEDICS, 
GENERAL SURGERY AND ANAESTHESIA.

THE PARTICIPANT, IN CASE OF EMERGENCY, CAN USE, FOR A RESCUE 
CALL, THE  BALISE WITH SATELLITE SIGNAL, IN ORDER TO SEND THE 
EMERGENCY REQUEST BY DAY AS WELL AS BY NIGHT. 
 
THE EGYPTIAN COMPANY MANAGING THE THURAYA SATELLITE PHONES 
WILL RENT TO WHOM WISHING THIS TYPE OF DEVICE QUITE 
APPRECIATED BY COMPETITORS ALONG THE LAST EDITIONS. 
 
THE PERIOD CHOSEN FOR THE RUNNING OF THE RACE IS AT LOW RISK 
FOR WHAT CONCERNS BAD WEATHER CONDITIONS (SAND STORMS OR 
TOO HIGH TEMPERATURES). 
 
THE RACE ROUTE OF THE PHARAONS INTERNATIONAL CROSS COUNTRY 
RALLY WILL NOT CROSS ANY VILLAGE, WHILE THE BIVOUACS AT THE 
END OF EACH STAGE WILL BE LOCATED CLOSE TO VILLAGES.

1- VEHICLE TRANSPORT  
The vehicles’ embarkation will take place from an European harbor (time and harbor to be 
specified). All the vehicles which will not be present at the embarkation at the established 
time will be refused on board. 
On all vehicles, before the embarkation, all the accessories, i.e. roof racks, transmitting 
antennas, spare wheels and cans etc. must be  put inside the vehicle. 
The exact size out all must be indicated on the entry form. Any vehicle not suitable to the 
height and length declared on the entry form will be refused the embarkation without any 
indemnity. 
VERY IMPORTANT: 
The competitors MUST exactly give the plate numbers and the chassis of the vehicle in 
order to make easier the Customs checks. 
A detailed and complete list of spare parts, in 3 typed copies, must be written for Customs 
for each transported vehicle: JVD will not be responsible for any sanction and/or retention 
which may be inflicted by Customs in case of false or wrong declarations. 
The insurance conditions are those made by sea transports; for any supplementary 
maritime insurance , please refer to own usual insurance broker. 
 
2- FORMALITIES 
Attention: 3/6 months passport validity is needed (depending on the countries). Since 
January 1998 entry visa is no more required for the most part of the European countries. 
It is recommended to verify with the Egyptian Embassy/Consulate in your country. 
Vehicle valid documents, spare parts list are required. 
 
3- AIR TRANSPORT 
 
For the competitors that will use the organiser’s forfeit flight+hotel, EGYPTAIR Company 
will ensure the air transport of the rally participants. The tickets will be delivered  by the 
JVD correspondents of each country. 
The departure day has been fixed on Friday September 28

th
, 2007. 

The flight back is fixed on the October 8
th
, 2007, depending on destinations.

- 6 nights in bivouac under the big Arabic tent: breakfast, survival portion, dinner buffet in 
the evening, as extra the possibility of lunch at the bivouac between 12. and 4 p.m. 
 
Do not forget: sleeping bag, personal tent (the igloo type is recommended), camping 
mattress, pocket or forehead lamp, sunglasses and alarm clock. 
A bracelet will be given to you during the checks and  you must wear it during the whole 
rally, as it will let you get meals at the bivouac and at  the awards ceremony. 
Tickets to receive mineral water and energetic portions will be delivered. 
 
5- SAFETY EQUIPMENT 
 
The satellite balise is compulsory. 
 
SOME INSTRUCTIONS IN CASE YOU START YOUR BALISE: 
- Lay your aluminium survival blanket on the ground, towards the sun in order to alert the 
rescue. 
- Signal your presence as soon as you hear a helicopter or a vehicle. 
- You can become depressed many hours before the rescue team is coming. It is rare but 

it may occur. Please, be patient. 
 
COMPULSORY: from the moment you start your balise, don’t move while the balise is on. 
You must keep your position, otherwise it will be impossible to trace you. 
 
ATTENTION: a mechanical breakdown is not an emergency if it doesn’t threat someone’s 
life. If you have a breakdown on the track, don’t put the balise on, but wait for the rescue 
truck, coming through the same track. 
In case of unjustified lighting, the deposit will not be reimbursed. 
 
A demonstration on the use of your balise and Iritrack System  will be given during the 
checks. 
 
FLASHING TORCH 
A flashing torch is meant yo signal your presence after sunset to the Organisation’s 
vehicles and helicopters. This light is visible within 5 km in optimum sight conditions. 
 
ROCKETS 
Three rockets are meant to draw attention of a vehicle or an airplane passing by at night. 
Keep the cylinder still, take off the cap and pull the string. Keep it as far as possible from 
your body. 
 
JVD INTERNATIONAL has arranged significant means of rescue, but it is strictly 
necessary to follow the given instructions. 
THEREFORE BE PATIENT AND ACT RATIONALLY. 
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6- IMAGE COVERING 
 
The drivers acknowledge that the PHARAONS International Cross Country Rally 
organised by JVD INTERNATIONAL is a promotional event which they can benefit from 
in order to acquire possible fame.
