TROPHEE MOTO ELF
REGULATIONS
Article 1

Principle of the Trophy

TOTAL FRANCE makes available to competitors taking part in the Trophée Moto Elf technical assistance and a prize for the highest ranking places in the rally final.

Article 2

Eligibility

The Trophée Moto Elf is aimed at all motorcycle and quad competitors officially enrolled in the 2007 TOTAL PHARAONS International Cross Country Rally event who have signed an official commitment with TOTAL FRANCE to take part in the Trophée Moto Elf. 

TOTAL FRANCE does, however, reserve the right to reject motorcycle and quad riders from the Trophy who have already signed a commitment with a company competing with TOTAL FRANCE or one of the companies in the same Group if the said commitment results in branding on the Motorcycle (or Quad) and/or rider (suit, helmet, etc.).

Article 3

Terms and Conditions:

As applications are registered, JVD shall send TOTAL FRANCE a list of Quad and Motorcycle riders. 

At the same time, JVD shall send competitors proposals to sign up for the Trophée Moto Elf. 

The final list of competitors in the Trophée Moto Elf shall be drawn up on 30 September 2007 in the evening once the technical verifications are completed and in light of final registrations.

Article 4

Ranking

The ranking in the Trophée Moto Elf shall be published daily by the organisation with effect from the second stage in Africa and shall be posted on the results panel.

A copy of the ranking shall be sent at the same time to the Trophée Moto Elf managers for display in the motorcycle area.

Article 5

Trophy and prizes
A trophy and a prize reward the top three competitors (taking part in the Trophée Moto Elf) and who are listed in the final rally ranking. 

The prize amounts shall be as follow:

1st position in the final rally ranking: €2000

2nd position in the final rally ranking: €1500 

3rd position in the final rally ranking: €1000

Article 6

Description of the Trophy prize

The Trophy shall be awarded to the top three competitors and shall be described as per article 6 herein as a block of Plexiglas within which the “Elf” logo shall be inscribed.

Article 7

Award of the Trophy and prizes

The trophies shall be awarded to the top five competitors at the arrival podium at “Sphynx”. An imitation cheque shall also be awarded to the competitors for the amount corresponding to the position in the ranking. Actual payment of the prize shall be made by TOTAL FRANCE within two months of arrival in TOTAL PHARAONS International Cross Country Rally. 

Article 8

Services provided to competitors taking part in the Trophy

In addition to the trophies and prizes awarded to the top three motorcycle and quad competitors (in the final ranking), competitors taking part in the Trophée Moto Elf shall be entitled to extensive technical assistance throughout the rally:

· Free provision of specialist motorcycle products from the Elf Moto range. Products shall be available in sufficient quantities and distributed according to normal, calculated and regulated usage to ensure that all competitors taking part in the Trophée Moto Elf may avail themselves of such throughout the entire rally (i.e., the equivalent of three oil changes per competitor taking part in the Trophée Moto Elf).

Article 9

Obligations of riders taking part in the Trophée Moto Elf

Each competitor who has signed the letter of commitment to the Trophée Moto Elf undertakes for the entire rally to wear Elf livery on his or her motorcycle, suit and helmet according to the display layout attached. The competitor authorises TOTAL FRANCE and/or one of the companies in the same group to use, reproduce and circulate his or her name and/or image in all formats worldwide and for an unspecified term for advertising or promotional purposes.

Article 10

Information for competitors

These regulations shall be available from TOTAL FRANCE (TOTAL FRANCE – Competition Division – 24, cours Michelet – La Défense 10 – 92069 Paris La Défense Cedex - France) . All competitors have been informed of the existence of this Trophy through a mail published by the JVD in June 2005. 

Article 11

Amendments to regulations

TOTAL FRANCE, in accordance with the JVD, may amend these regulations prior to departure or during the rally according to specific circumstances which may affect the organisation of the TOTAL PHARAONS International Cross Country Rally event. Accordingly, competitors taking part in the Trophée Moto Elf shall be informed by means of an announcement posted in the race command centre. In the event of a contingency, TOTAL FRANCE reserves the right to interrupt the Trophée Moto Elf during the rally.
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
