2600 km of selective sections, as half of the Dakar course of this year! It’s the first important datum 
resulted after the recognitions of the Pharaons International Cross Country Rally, ended some days 
ago. Jacky Ickx and its experienced staff spent many days in the Egyptian desert to outline the track of 
the 2006 edition: Baharia, Farafra, Dakla and Siwa will be the Oasis touched this year, the best that it 
can be found in the Egyptian desert, magical places for their millenarian history still today rich of 
mysteries.
So the Pharaons 2006 is taking its form, coming back to the original configuration of 7 stages, more 
appreciated by the pilots. Almost 3000 km in total, with the transfers reduced at the least as by then 
tradition of the Egyptian race. At the end of the first entry fee of the 30th April, already about 60 pilots 
have given their adhesion to the one that is rightly considered the most complete race of the world 
outline, that is the demonstration of the increasing favour that the Pharaons is obtaining among the 
passionate of the African rallies.
